The Supreme Court’s timely intervention has halted the forcible eviction of some 50,000
people from Haldwani in Uttarakhand, where the occupants are accused of squatting on
railway property for decades. The Uttarakhand High Court had taken a tough stand against
the residents and passed a slew of directions that would have entailed their eviction within a
week, backed by force, including the deployment of paramilitary forces. It is significant that
the Bench underscored the human angle to the issue and spoke about the need for
rehabilitation before eviction while staying the order.
