Some of these proposed measures,
such as the establishment of a self-regulatory body, collection of know-your-customer (KYC)
information from players and appointment of a grievance officer within the company, are
already in place. These are moves that industry bodies representing such companies have
encouraged. States such as Tamil Nadu want much stricter regulation of the sector than what
is being proposed by the Centre in the draft, particularly for gambling with real money. The
Centre’s draft remains ambiguous on the question of whether States can have additional
restrictions. So far, the industry has staved off several bans by mounting legal challenges
arguing that they offer games of skill and not those purely dependent on change-a tenuous
distinction for real money gaming. Still, games that require wagering are outlawed in the
physical form under the colonial Public Gambling Act 1867 or States’ own gambling laws. A
clear answer should come from the Union Government on whether States are empowered to
prohibit these games online as they do offline.
